Pupil Premium Statement 2017/18

The Pupil Premium was introduced in April 2011 to provide additional funding to
support children who are looked after and those from low income families, including
those eligible for Free School Meals.

The pupil premium funding, which is additional to main school funding, is a key way
of narrowing the gap between Free School Meals (FSM) and Non-FSM students.
This includes any child that has been registered for Free School Meals or a Child
Looked After (CLA) within the past six years.

The DfE states that schools have the freedom to spend the funding as they see fit
based upon their knowledge of pupil needs —

‘Schools will decide how to use the Pupil Premium. As they are best placed to
assess what additional provision be made for individual pupils.’

‘It is for schools to decide how the Pupil Premium, allocated to schools per
FSM pupil, is spent, since they are best placed to assess what educational
provision should be made for the individual pupils within their responsibility.’

For the financial period of 2017-18, Sir John Lillie Primary School received a total of
£268,380 Pupil Premium funding

At Sir John Lillie Primary School, we have high aspirations and expectations for all
our children and strive to ensure they reach their full potential. Pupil Premium
funding represents a significant proportion of our school’s total budget and we are
committed to ensuring it is used effectively.

Children who receive Pupil Premium funding are referred to as Disadvantaged
children in all DfE documents.

intervention for focus pupils.

Additional hours for TAs to run homework club

Providing a range of teacher and TA led interventions including Lexia, Talk for
Writing and 1:1 and small group tutoring through personalised learning plans
